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In 1894, after Ching Dynasty's defeat in the First Sino-
Japanese War, Taiwan was ceded to Japan. During the
following 51 years of Japanese rule, forest resources in
Taiwan had suffered unprecedented devastation. Till 1930,
when the worldwide conservation trend of establishing
national parks had- its influence on Japan, the natural
ecology of Taiwan finally saw some hope. The process,
however, was stalled due to the breakout of World War Il-in
1937. But the three chosen sites of national parks and the
planning of related regulations and systems had become the
priority references for Taiwanese government in establishing
national parks.

EZBEREA The Prime Era
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The prime era of national parks began right at the
establishment of Kenting National Park, Taiwan's first of
its kind, in 1982. During this initial stage, most Taiwanese
had trouble distinguishing between “national parks” and

“parks.” Hence, the publications at the time were mainly
in the form of newsletters and news-flashes to publicize
the significance and directions of the development of the
national parks.
