Those were written by a Taiwanese ink and wash painting master called Hao-
nian Ou, and the calligraphic inscription of Kenting National Park was written
by another renowned calligrapher called Yong-zih Dong. In this age awash with
digital technology, traditional works of art like these inscriptions are truly
valuable treasures!
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Indeed. National parks always place an emphasis on nature conservation, but are
there any other impressive personalities or stories?

The late painter Mr. Max Liu was not only renowned in the artistic community,
but he also turned his passion for esthetics to care for nature and the society. He
served as the honorary forest police at Kinmen National Park, Shei-pa National
Park and Yushan National Parks and engaged in lots of events to promote public
welfare. He also adventured a lot of places. In short, his legendary life is both
admirable and touching.
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Both “Holy Ridge” and “Wayward Kenting” feature national parks, and
they also sparked frenzy among fans.
