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Survey on Insect Fauna of Kinmen Island

ABSTRACT: Mercury-vapor lamps (160W) were used to attract noctural insects in Kinmen Island, during a
period from October 1997 to June 1998, Diurnal insects were collected by sweep nets. Lepidopera larvae were
also collected and reared them until their emergence. At least 10 orders, 37 families and 177 species have been
found to the insects’ fauna. There are 5 species of Noctuidae, | species of Pyralidae, 1 species of Geometridae
and | species of Lymantriidae, which are new recorded to Taiwan. There are 21 families and 84 species of
Lepidoptera larvae and 34 familes 69 species hostplants been collected. A list of Kinmen insects is provided.
The problems of plant inspection and bio-conservation are discussed.
