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ABSTRACT  National parks are established to preserve unique landscape, ecosystem,
biodiversity and cultural diversity. In addition to designating areas for public recreation,
research and development are also important tasks in national park management.
Managed by the government, national parks are universally viewed as a preserved area
of natural and cultural heritages in which human activities are prohibited or restricted,
and reserves are established for leisure, education, meditation and research purposes for
the present and future generations. Although Taiwan has made considerable strides in
promoting national parks and nature conservation over the past half century, national
park research, development and issues should also keep up with the times. In this regard,
this study uses literature research methods to review foreign national parks’ official
websites. Common and emerging issues and comments were collected in order to
propose recommendations for future national park governance in Taiwan.
