ABSTRACT  Establishing a local species checklist is crucial to regional biodiversity
conservation. A bird list was compiled in 2007, listing 152 bird species in Taroko
National Park. In this report, we add 61 newly recorded species to the bird list of the
Park. These species were confirmed by field observation with photographs or banding
data from 2009 to 2015. Among these newly recorded species, nine are resident and nine
are on the Checklist of Protected Species of Taiwan. We provide a new checklist of the
birds in Taroko National Park, which includes 213 bird species, all species endemic to
Taiwan and 54 protected species of Taiwan.
